Minutes of Meeting 

MERCOSUR-Egypt Sixth Round of Negotiations 

San Juan, Argentina 31th July – 2nd August, 2010 

In accordance with the Framework Agreement signed between the Arab Republic of Egypt and MERCOSUR, a sixth round of discussions towards the establishment of a Free Trade Agreement (FTA) between MERCOSUR and Egypt was held in San Juan, Argentina, on July 31th - August 2nd, 2010. 

Both delegations expressed their willingness to enhance even more their economic relationship and coincided on concluding the negotiations towards the establishment of a Free Trade Agreement.
Delegations are listed in Annexes 1 and 2. 

The final text of the FTA between MERCOSUR and the Arab Republic Egypt has been signed by the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of MERCOSUR and the Minister of Industry and Trade of the Arab Republic of Egypt. This Agreement reflects the text approved by the Parties. 
MERCOSUR requests Egypt to consider improving offer for those products where the special treatment for Paraguay has not been achieved, especially for the following tariff lines 200980, 230400, 230910, 020712, during the first Joint Committee meeting. 
Furthermore, MERCOSUR requests Egypt to extend to Paraguay and Uruguay the same improved offer it granted to Brazil during the first Joint Committee Meeting.

Egypt requests the Member States of MERCOSUR, in particular Argentina,  to consider improving their offers during the first Joint Committee meeting.
